Surface Preparation 
The substrate shall be prepared by suitable means to remove all 
contaminants and weakness to give a clean, sound load-bearing surface. If 
over coating an existing finish a trial shall be conducted to assess bond.

Priming  
Normally a primer is not required as the adhesion of the Epoxy FAS 100 is 
exceptional. A primer is required on substrates which are very dense or 
very porous. 

Apply a primer cost of Epoxy FAS100, a solvent free epoxy with 
exceptional adhesion.
